What is Required of Volunteers?

Each Block Watch area will require a Block
Watch Captain and Co-Captain.

+  Depending on the size of the complex or
neighbourhood, more Captains or Co-Captains
may need to be recruited.

All Captains and Co-Captains must undergo a
criminal record check by the police in advance
of attending a free training session and crime
prevention workshop.

The Block Watch Application and Security
Check form can be obtained from the Crime
Prevention Coordinators or from one of our
Community Police Offices.

Block Watch does not require a lot of time or
major responsibility,and the program is easy
to organize.

To get involved in an existing Block Watch in
your area, or if you are interested in starting a
Block Watch for your area, contact your local
Crime Prevention Coordinator, or contact the
Community Police Office in your
neighbourhood.
