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History of How Kalamoir Was Acquired:
- Kalamoir Regional Park was originally a class 'C' Provincial Park that was
established in December of 1959.  It is comprised of 2 parks, Casa Loma Park
and Kalamoir Park encompassing parcels numbered 1, 2, 3, and 4.
- In 1983 the class 'C' Provincial Park known as "Kalamoir Provincial Park"
was given to the Regional District of Central Okanagan as a fee simple
crown grant with the provision that the lands only be used as a park.
- On August 29, 2001 the 2 pieces of land that create parcel 5 was
acquired by the Regional District of Central Okanagan as Park Dedication
through subdivision.
- On the 16th of September 1982 parcel 6 was acquired by the Province
of British Columbia to meet requirement for park dedication through subdivision.
In 1983 when the Regional District of Central Okanagan acquired Kalamoir
this park dedication was included as part of Kalamoir Park.
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
