Westside Residential Waste Disposal and Recycling Centre

In order to minimize costs, the new waste disposal site will be open the four busiest days of the week —
Friday, Saturday, Sunday and Monday — while the recycling centre will remain open seven days a week.
It is possible to open the waste disposal site more often at additional costs that would be paid for by
property taxes or utility bills and we are interested in your preferences.

Westside Landfill — Other Potential Uses

Ministry of Environment regulations restrict activities that can be conducted on a former landfill site. For
example, ongoing monitoring is required and no buildings are permitted on a former landfill for a
minimum of 25 years.

Previous closure plans have suggested that once the Westside Landfill is closed it could possibly be
used as a passive park, perhaps with trails and interpretive signage. To date, no funds have been set
aside to develop or operate a park, nor have any costs been identified.
